Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data gathering
All data on rail transport are provided by the Public Enterprise for Railway Transport "Macedonian Railways -
Infrastructure" and "Macedonian Railways - Transport" AD - Skopje.

All data on air transport are provided by the enterprise TAV Macedonia DOOEL, Alexander the Great - Skopje and St.
Paul Apostle - Ohrid airports.

The data on trunk and regional road network are provided by the Public Enterprise for State Roads - Skopje.
The data on postal services are obtained from Macedonian Post.

The data on telecommunications services were collected according to the reporting method through the regular
monthly (TKM.11 and MTM.11) and yearly (TKG.11 and MTG.11) statistical reports until 2012. In accordance with the
Programme for Statistical Surveys in the Republic of North Macedonia, from 2013, the source of data is administrative (Agency
for Electronic Communications - AEC).

Scope

The data on road transport refer to all business entities for public transport of passenger covered in the surveys of
these branches.

Road motor vehicles cover all vehicles, which are registered at the Ministry of Interior, excluding vehicles of the
Diplomatic Corps.

Road traffic accidents cover all road traffic accidents, which are registered at the Ministry of Interior, excluding road
traffic accidents with material damage.

The data on local road network refer to all local roads, which are registered at the municipalities.

Reporting units in the field of postal and telecommunications traffic are business entities that according to the
National Classification of Activities (Rev2) are in the section H, class 53.10 and section J, class: 61.10 and 61.20.

Definitions
The term transport means the movement of passengers and goods using transport vehicles, on a given road network.
The term turnover implies only loading or unloading at stops and stations.

Transport of passengers by types of transport is presented according to the Glossary for Transport Statistics, 4th
Edition - EU, ITF, UNECE.

Transport by types of goods is presented according to the Standard Goods Classification for Transport Statistics - NST:
Rev. 2008, Council Regulation 1172/98 (EC).

The data on letter-post items in internal traffic are only considered at the point of dispatch, while in international
traffic both at points of dispatch and reception. The data on letters also include printed materials, samples of goods, airmail,
newspapers, magazines and EMS shipments.

The data on telephone lines, up to 2011, refer only to main telephone lines as installed capacity, but from 2012, they
refer to telephone lines according to the following definition:

A main line is a (fixed) telephone line connecting the subscriber's terminal equipment to the public switched network
and which has a dedicated port in the telephone exchange equipment.

Telephone calls originated from fixed network - Include all calls that originated from the network of the national fixed
operator, expressed in 1000 minutes, such as national calls (within the country), international calls (outgoing calls to another
country), dial-up connection to Internet and others.

Calls originated from mobile cellular network - Include all national and international calls originated from subscribers
to the national mobile operators, expressed in 1000 minutes. Roaming calls are not included.

National calls from mobile cellular network - Total calls, in 2000 minutes, originated from subscribers to the national
mobile operators and made within the country (originated and terminated in the Republic of North Macedonia).

Notes on methodology

Sources and methods of data collection

Sources of data on turnover, number of persons employed and hours worked are the results from the Monthly Report on Turnover
TRG.1, and data are collected according to a stratified sample.

Data on turnover by products type in retail and wholesale trade are given based on biennial reports on trade, TRG.21. They are by
trade enterprises and their stores. The collection of reports for the above surveys is done on the basis of a purposive.

Scope

Observation units are mostly the enterprises whose principal activity is classified into sale and maintenance of motor vehicles,
wholesale trade and retail trade.

The sampling frame of the survey includes all legal forms of enterprises that perform one of the trade activities in section G of the
National Classification of Activities (NKD Rev.2) as their main activity. The sample includes all large and medium business entities, while the
rest were determined randomly. The criteria used are activity and turnover.

Definitions
Wholesale is purchase of goods for further sale to merchants, entrepreneurs, legal persons and others that purchase goods for
performing their professional or profit-making activity.

Retail trade is purchase of goods for further sale to final users (for personal and household use).

Turnover comprises the totals invoiced by the observation unit during the reference period, and this corresponds to market sales
of goods or services supplied to third parties. Turnover includes all taxes for goods and services, invoiced by the observation unit, except VAT.
Turnover also includes all other charges (transport, packaging, etc.) passed on to the customer, even if these charges are listed separately in
the invoice. Price reductions such as rebates, bonuses or discounts as well as other revenue reductions (e.g. annual discount schemes) are
to be deducted from turnover.

Turnover does not include:

- Extraordinary income (e.g. from sales of capital assets),

- Non-operating income (e.g. income from letting or renting buildings used for no operating purposes),
- Financial income (e.g. interest payments, dividends from associated companies),

- Company-related subsidies.

Number of employees

The number of persons employed is defined as the total number of persons who work in the observation unit (inclusive of working
proprietors, partners working regularly in the unit and unpaid family workers), as well as persons who work outside the unit who belong to
it and are paid by it (e.g. sales representatives, delivery personnel, repair and maintenance teams). It includes persons absent for a short
period (e.g. sick leave, paid leave or special leave), and also those on strike, but not those absent for an indefinite period. It also includes
part-time workers who are regarded as such under the laws of the country concerned and who are on the payroll, as well as seasonal workers,
apprentices and home workers on the payroll.

The number of persons employed excludes manpower supplied to the unit by other enterprises, persons carrying out repair and
maintenance work in the observation unit on behalf of other enterprises.

Unpaid family workers refers to persons who live with the proprietor of the unit and work regularly for the unit, but do not have
a contract of service and do not receive a fixed sum for the work they perform. This is limited to those persons who are not included on the
payroll of another unit as their principal occupation.

Hours worked

The total number of hours worked represents the aggregate number of hours actually worked for the output of the observation unit
during the reference period. This variable excludes hours paid but not actually worked such as for annual leave, holidays and sickness leave. It
also excludes meal breaks and commuting between home and work. Included are hours actually worked during normal working hours; hours
worked in addition to those; time which is spent at the place of work on tasks such as preparing the site and time corresponding to short
periods of rest at the work place. If the exact number of hours actually worked is not known, it may be estimated on the basis of the normal
number of working hours and the average rate of absences (sickness, maternity, etc.).

Retail trade data are given by the following groups: Retail sale of food, beverages and tobacco (G47.11, 47.2); Retail sale of non-
food products, except fuel (47.19, 47.4, 47.5, 47.6, 47.7, 47.8, 47.9); Retail trade, except automotive fuel (47 without 47.3) and Retail trade
of automotive fuel (47.3).
