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Introduction

This edition uses the data available at the State Statistical Office in order to
reflect the conditions from a gender equality perspective.

Gender equality

Equal opportunities for men and women in terms of dignity and rights means
promotion of the principle of equal participation of women and menin all areas
of public and private life, equal status and treatment in realizing all rights and
in the development of their individual potentials through which they contribute
in societal development, as well as equal benefits from the results arisen from
that development (Article 4(1) of the Law on Equal Opportunities for Women
and Men).

National Action Plan for Equal Opportunities for Men and Women (NAPEO)

The Action Plan contains the basic principles of equal opportunities in accordance
with the contents of the long-term program documents, and in particular:

- guidelines and measures for achieving the goals in certain areas of public life,
and in particular in the field of employment, social security, health care,
education, family relations and representation of women and men in public
life;

- responsibility for implementing the measures for achieving the goals;

- contents, competent bodies and persons responsible for preparing and
implementing the periodic plans that are in function of implementing the tasks
from the Action Plan in particular areas of public life;

- the data that are collected and processed are connected, stored, analyzed
and presented separately by gender structure within the activities of the
State Statistical Office;

- the method for monitoring and reporting on the enforcement of the Action
Plan, and

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- necessary resources for the implementation of measures from the Action

Plan, sources and manner of securing such resources (Article 21(1) of the
Law).

Equal opportunities

The basic measures for realization of the principle of equal opportunities are
normative measures from various fields that prohibit gender-based
discrimination and foresee an obligation to care for and to create conditions
for securing equal treatment in the realization and protection of rights and
liberties, and which also foresee sanctions for the disrespect of requirements
and prohibitions (Article 5(1) of the Law).

Gender statistics

For statistics to be useful in gender sensitive policy making and planning, it must
be disaggregated by sex and reflect gender issues in society. All data on
individuals should be collected, analyzed and presented by sex.

The Law states that data that are collected, processed and presented according
to gender structure within the activities of the State Statistical Office (Article 22
(2)).

The responsibility to produce gender statistics is obligatory at the
international level. The Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action, adopted
in Beijing on 15 September 1995 by the Fourth World Conference on Women:
Action for Equality, Development and Peace urges governments, the
international community and civil society to take action in twelve critical
areas of concern. The numerous paragraphs in these documents emphasize
the need for improved statistics in various statistical fields, including health,
education, work and economic conditions, violence, power and decision
making.

According to the data from the last Census of Population, Households and Dwellings

in 2002, the Republic of Macedonia had 2 022 547 inhabitants, which is 3.9% more
compared with the Census in 1994 and 43% more compared with the Census in 1948.

The population in the Republic of Macedonia, as a result of the positive natural increase,
still maintains an upward trend. According to population estimates (on 30.06.2016),
the Republic of Macedonia has 2 072 490 inhabitants. The percentage distribution of
women and men in the total population is almost equal, 49.9% of the population are
women, while 50.1% are men.

Regarding the age structure, the Macedonian population is increasingly aging. In the
period 2006-2016, the participation of the young female population (age group 0-14) in
the total population decreased from 18.7% to 16.1%, while the share of the old female
population (age group 65 and over) increased from 12.3% to 14.6%. An increase in the
number of women can be observed in the age group of 65 and over.

Data show that women in the Republic of Macedonia live 4.0 years longer than men,
i.e. 77.4 years compared to men’s life expectancy of 73.5 years.

According to the value of the total fertility rate (TFR), which was 1.50 (live births per
woman) in 2016, the women in the Republic of Macedonia more often decide to give
birth to one or two children.

According to the mothers’ age, in 2016, most (34.1%) were live births to mothers aged
25-29. The mean age of mothers for all live births was 28.9 years, while the mean age
of mothers at first birth was 27.2 years. In 2016, there were 26 live births registered to
mothers aged under 15. The number of illegitimate live births in 2016 was 2 761, which
represents 12.0% of the total number of live births. As a result of the postponement
of marriage to older age, the average age at first marriage is 26.5 years for bride and
29.3 for groom.

Changes in the age structure of the population have their impact on the number of
deaths in the country. The average age at death is 74.7 years for females and 70.3 years
for males.

Net migration (the difference between immigration and emigration) in 2016 was 2 134
persons, i.e. 1 064 women and 1 070 men.

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Education and Communication
Over the years, the gender structure of female and male students in primary and lower
secondary and in upper secondary education has remained the same. The number of
female students who are continuing their education from primary to upper secondary
level is decreasing, while the number of males is increasing.
The number of students who dropped out of school is insignificant (both for females
and for males), and the drop-out rate in both primary and secondary education is 1%.
Primary, lower secondary and upper secondary education are dominated by female
teachers.
In upper secondary education, the female students are more interested in gymnasium
education, while the male students prefer vocational education.
The net enrollment rates (for both sexes) in primary, lower secondary and upper
secondary education show a slight decrease.
Over the years, there has been an increase in the number of women enrolling at the
faculties. Also, there are more women enrolling in the second and third cycle of studies
and graduating from the first, second and third cycles.
The number of women enrolled and graduated from the first, second and third cycle is
generally higher in social sciences, humanities and medical sciences, while for technical
and technological sciences the number of women is lower in comparison with male
students.
Net enrollment rate in primary and lower secondary education is the ratio between
students in primary and lower secondary education who are of official primary
school age, as prescribed by the Law on Primary Education, and the population of the
corresponding age (6-14 years of age).
Net enrollment rate in upper secondary education is the ratio between students in
upper secondary education who are of official secondary school age, as prescribed by
the Law on Secondary Education, and the population of the corresponding age (15-18
years of age).
Net enrollment rate in tertiary education is the ratio between students in tertiary
education who are of appropriate age and the population of the corresponding age
(18-23 years of age).

55-74.

According to education, the data show that the percentage of regular users is highest
among the population with tertiary education, where 94% of women and 93% of men
with tertiary education are regular users. The percentage of regular users is smallest
in the population with primary education, where only 43% of women and 46% of men
regularly use the Internet.

The employment rate for women in the Republic of Macedonia in 2016 was 33.8, which is
significantly lower than the employment rate of 52.3 for men.

The unemployment rate for women was 22.7 and for men 24.4.

The activity rate for women, at 43.8, was lower, while men had a significantly higher rate of 69.2.

Data on homes for pupils and students and student dormitories reflect the situation as
on 31 March.

Data on social cash benefits refer to the households whose total monthly incomes are
lower than the fixed social cash benefits, as a difference between the total average
incomes of all members of the household, on all bases, and the amount of social cash
benefits.

Institutions for adults provide housing, food and health care for adults. Public and
private institutions for adults are covered.

Institutions for care for persons with disabilities include institutions that provide
lodging, food, care, health care and education for physically and intellectually disabled
children and juveniles in the course of schooling and training.

Trade companies for employment of disabled persons employ persons with limited
working abilities. Employed disabled persons may also work at home.

Institutions for care and education of children - kindergartens/centers for early
childhood provide health care, food and daily stay for children in accordance with their
development needs up to the age of 6 years, organized and divided into several types of
groups. Public and private institutions for care and education of children-kindergartens/
centers for early childhood are covered.

Homes and boarding schools for pupils and students provide lodging, food and education
for pupils and students during their education outside their parents’/guardians’ place
of residence.

Statistical data on the administration of justice refer to perpetrators of criminal acts. The
gender structure of the perpetrators of crimes in the Republic of Macedonia, observed
over a longer period of time, is characterized by a great disparity between women
and men. This difference refers both to the adult and juvenile reported, accused and
convicted perpetrators of criminal acts.

A total of 11 866 known adult offenders were reported in 2016, of which 1 159 or 10%
were women, and 10 707 or 90% were men. Of the total of 9320 accused, 868 or 9%
were women, and 8452 or 91% were men. Of the total of 8172 convicted persons, 723
or 9% were women, and 7449 or 91% were men.

There were a total of 557 reported children perpetrators of crimes in 2016, of which 35
or 6% were females, and 552 or 94% were males. Of the total of 702 accused children
offenders, 41 or 6% were females, and 661 or 94% were males. There were a total of
468 convicted children offenders, of which 29 or 6% were females, and 439 or 94%
were males.

The disparity between women and men can also be observed in all groups of crimes. For
example: of the total of 761 adult offenders convicted of crimes against life and body,
59 or 8% were women, and 702 or 92% were men. In criminal acts against property, of
the total 3370 offenders, 353 or 10% were women, and 3 017 or 90% were men.
