The Pelagonia Region is located in the south of the Republic of North Macedonia and
comprises the Pelagonia basin and the Prespa Lake basin. This region is the largest, covering
18.9% of the total land area of the country, but also one of the most sparsely populated, having
a population density of 48.4 people per km? In 2018, 11.0% of the total population of the
Republic of North Macedonia lived in this region.

The Pelagonia basin, which is the largest plain in the country, the Prespa Lake basin, the
specific climate and the extensive hydrographic network are the basic preconditions for the
agricultural development in the region. All of this makes this region the breadbasket of the
country and the largest producer of tobacco, apples and milk.

At the same time, the largest coal deposits are located in this region, making it the
country’s largest producer of electricity.

The Prespa Lake, the Pelister National Park and the winter tourist resort Krusevo represent
the basis for development of summer, winter and cultural tourism in the region.

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The Polog Region comprises the northwest part of the Republic of North Macedonia, the
Polog basin and the valley of the river Radika. It covers 9.7% of the country’s total land area.
With 133.3 people per km?, Polog is one of the most densely populated regions, and 15.5%
of the total population lived in this region in 2018.

The extensive hydrographic network has great hydroelectric potential, which is utilised
to some extent by the hydroelectric plants on Mavrovo Lake.

The specific vegetation of the Polog basin and the surrounding mountains create
favourable conditions for the development of agriculture, and especially cattle breeding, for
which this region is renowned.

Owing to the high mountain ranges, the specific landscape and the climate, the most
popular winter resorts are located in this region.

This region is characterised by a low GDP per capita, which in 2016 was 132 538 denars.
The region participated with 7.1% in the total GDP.

Owing to the geological features of the Osogovo mountain range, the region has several
lead and zinc mines.

The natural conditions and resources of the Northeast Region provide good opportunities
for the development and promotion of the meat and dairy processing industry.

In 2016, the region had a share of only 5.0% in the total GDP, the smallest compared to
the other regions.

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Population

Estimated mid-year population figures are based on the 2002 Census results and data on
the natural population increase and mechanical increase.

Sources of data on live births, deaths and marriages are the relevant registers, while for
divorces, the registers and records of the relevant courts.

Sources of data on mechanical changes in population (migrations) are the forms for
registration/notice of departure, which are completed by competent clerks in the Ministry
of Interior.

Demographic indicators are calculated on the basis of events occurring in the country.

Social protection and child care

Data on institutions for child care and education/centres for early childhood
development are collected by regular annual surveys with reference date September 30,
with total coverage, while data on the beneficiaries of social care are collected by regular
annual surveys with reference date December 31.

Culture

Data in the domain of culture are collected through annual and multi-annual statistical
surveys.
Reporting units which send data to the State Statistical Office are the cultural institutions.

Education

The source of data are the statistical questionnaires, filled in by the observation units.

Reporting unit is each regular primary and lower secondary or upper secondary school
and higher education institution (university, faculty and higher vocational school) verified by
the Ministry of Education and Science.

All regular primary and lower secondary and upper secondary schools are covered, with
reference period - beginning of the school year.

Data on enrolled pupils in the 2016/2017 school year include, for the first time, data on
private primary schools in the Republic of North Macedonia.

Labour Force

Source of data on the economic activity of the population is the Labour Force Survey,
which is conducted in accordance with the methodological recommendations of the
International Labour Organization (ILO) and the recommendations of the Statistical Office
of the European Communities (Eurostat), taking into account the specifics of our country in
this area.

Units under observation in the Survey are the households and all the persons in them.

Working age population comprises all persons aged between 15 and 79.

Active population (labour force) comprises all employed and unemployed persons.

The main indicators for monitoring the changes in the labour force are:

Activity rate, as a share of the labour force in the working age population aged 15 years
and over;

Employment rate, as a share of the number of employed persons in the working age
population;

Unemployment rate, as a share of the number of umemployed persons in the total
labour force.

Wage

Until 2017, data on the average net wage published in the “Regions of the Republic
of North Macedonia” were collected via the Monthly Report on Employees and Wages,
which was introduced at the beginning of 1963. Since 2018, data have been calculated
from an administrative source (Public Revenue Office). The business entities where wages
are monitored on a monthly basis are selected in compliance with the criterion of minimal
representation of 70% of the employed in every section of the National Classification of
Activities and according to the regions.

Total paid gross wages (wages in total) cover: paid net wages for the reporting month,
paid personal tax and paid contribution for pension and disability insurance, health
insurance, employment and occupational disease.

Gross wage (total wage amount) less the total amount of contributions and the amount
of income tax represents a net wage.

The concept "net wages" applies to average monthly (annual) incomes per employee,
for full-time work, shorter or longer than full-time work (overtime).

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National accounts

The regional accounts are a set of data on value added by regions and the gross domestic
product as an economic aggregate.

The largest source of data for calculating the gross domestic product by regions is the
data warehouse in the State Statistical Office, where data on annual accounts of the business
entities in all institutional sectors can be found. Besides that, data from the surveys of the
State Statistical Office are also used.

The preparation of the regional accounts is essentially based on the concept of national
accounts. The gross value added is disaggregated by sectors of economic activity according
to the National Classification of Activities (NKD Rev. 2), i.e. the gross domestic product, by
using the available indicators for distribution of the total value, such as wages, employees,
indicators of built apartments, etc.

Gross fixed capital formation

Gross fixed capital formation represents the value of purchased fixed assets by the
business entities, residents of a particular region.

The distribution of regional GFCF is calculated by the mixed method. The majority of
GFCF that refers to business and state entities is calculated by the bottom-up method, while
the rest is allocated by means of a distribution key.

The value of fixed capital formation is distributed according to the residency of the
business entity and activity of investment, i.e. kind of activity principle. However, it is possible
that the value of gross investments in certain regions has been over- or underestimated
due to the lack of relevant information, especially when data are classified by the so-called
organisational principle.

Agriculture

The data refer to the production of agricultural enterprises, agricultural cooperatives,
public enterprises for managing forests and pastures and individual agricultural holdings.

Cultivated land refers to land area under cultivation, used for growing field crops,
perennial plants and grasses, where cultivation, harvesting and other agricultural activities
are performed and which provide yield every year. The cultivated land consists of arable land
and gardens, orchards, vineyards and meadows.

Agricultural area is land area used for agricultural production.

Arable land (fields) refers to land areas where field crop production takes place and
which are sown with field crops: cereals, industrial crops, vegetables and fodder crops.
Fruit-bearing trees and grapevine stocks refer to trees and vines which according to their

physiological maturity are ready to bear fruit under normal vegetation conditions, regardless
of whether they have borne fruit or not in the reference year.

Water statistics

The data are collected from the annual reports submitted by enterprises from the
sectors of industry and mining.

Water supply is the amount of water that the enterprises provided during the year for
their own purposes. The quantity of such water is determined on the basis of performed
metering at water sources and in production plants.

Used water is the water that the enterprises utilised for their own purposes for the first
time, i.e. all used water excluding recirculation and reutilisation of used water.

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Municipal waste

The data presented here have been obtained by the statistical survey on municipal
waste for the corresponding reference year. The survey is conducted annually.

Reporting units are the public utility enterprises in the Republic of North Macedonia.
Data on the amount of collected municipal waste are obtained from the reports filled in by
the reporting units. The data on the amount of generated waste are estimated.

Municipal waste is waste collected by or on behalf of municipal authorities. It consists
of waste from the households, including the massive waste, similar waste from commercial
and trade industries, office buildings, institutions and small businesses, waste from gardens,
street waste, the content of waste containers and the waste from market cleaning.

Landfilling is the disposal of waste into or onto the ground; it includes specially equipped
landfills and permanent places for temporary storage more than one year.

Landfill is a site intended for disposal of waste on or under the ground.

Construction

The data are obtained from the surveys on constructions and construction activities
performed both by business entities and private persons.

Data are collected according to the project documentation for the constructions, which
is submitted to the authorities by the investors.

The number of completed dwellings is obtained as a result of the completed construction
activities in 2018, while the rest are uncompleted dwellings that are to be built in the future.

The data on issued building permits are collected according to the types of constructions
(buildings, civil engineering structures or reconstructions), value of the structure, type of the
investor, and they are submitted by the authorities from the departments for urban planning
in the local self-government units (municipalities).

Energy

The energy balance is prepared according to the Eurostat methodology “Energy Statistics
Methodology Eurostat F4, 1998" and Regulation (EC) No 1099/2008 on energy statistics.

The electrical energy generation includes the gross production of renewable energy and
thermoelectric energy in the country.

Renewable electricity covers electricity produced from hydroelectric, solar photovoltaic
plants, wind power plants and biogas plants.

The production of thermoelectric energy represents production of thermal power
plants, CHP plants and Autoproducer thermal power stations.

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Business entities

In accordance with the Law on State Statistics (“Official Gazette of the Republic of North
Macedonia” No. 54/97,21/07,51/11, 104/13, 42/14, 192/15, 27/16, 83/18 and 220/18) and
Regulation (EC) No. 177/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 20 February
2008 establishing a common framework for business registers for statistical purposes and
repealing Council Regulation (EEC) No 2186/93, the State Statistical Office maintains a
Statistical Business Register.

The Statistical Business Register is a collection of data on the legal units (business
entities — legal and natural persons) that perform an activity on the territory of the Republic
of North Macedonia) and on the statistical units (enterprise, local unit and enterprise group)
created solely according to statistical criteria (for statistical purposes).

The basic source of data for the Statistical Business Register is the Central Register of
the Republic of North Macedonia, which is responsible for the management of the Trade
Register and the Register of other legal persons and the Annual Accounts Register.

Business demography (enterprise births and deaths)

The legal basis for processing, preparation and dissemination of the data on business
demography is Regulation (EC) N0.295/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 11 March 2008 concerning structural business statistics (Annex IX).

The basic source of business demography data in the Republic of North Macedonia is the
Statistical Business Register.

Business demography includes population of active enterprises by sectors according to
the National Classification of Activities - NKD Rev.2, excluding sectors A/A, O//b, T/M and U/P
and class 64.20.

Enterprise births and deaths are basic demographic events.

Enterprise birth is an independent event affecting only one enterprise in the population
of active enterprises and involves the creation of a new combination of factors of production.
Events such as mergers, break-ups, take-overs, split-off are excluded from the process of
creation of a newly born enterprise. A re-activation of an enterprise that has been dormant
for a period of less than two years is also not considered as enterprise birth.

Enterprise death represents the dissolution of a combination of production factors with
the restriction that no other enterprises are involved in the event. Events such as mergers,
break-ups, take-overs, split-off are excluded from enterprise deaths, as well as reactivations
of enterprises that have been dormant for a period of less than two years and restart their
activity.

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Foreign trade statistics

The source document for monitoring the export and import of commodities is the Single
Administrative Document.

All commodities which enter or leave the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia,
thereby increasing or decreasing the commodity stocks in the country, are covered. Besides
commercial turnover, the commodity trade without paying counter value is also included.

Regional data are processed according to the headquarters of the exporter or the
importer.

Transport

Local road - Public road which links the settlements on the territory of the municipality
or road significant for the traffic of the municipality.

Bus - Passenger road motor vehicle designed to seat more than nine persons (including
the driver).

Passenger car - Road motor vehicle, other than a motorcycle, intended for the carriage
of passengers and designed to seat no more than nine persons (including the driver).

Information society

The data were obtained from the Survey on ICT usage in households and by individuals,
conducted annually on the whole territory of the country, in accordance with Regulation (EC)
No. 808/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council.

The observation units are the household and a person, member of the particular
household, aged 15 to 74.

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Tourism and catering

A foreign tourist is considered to be anyone, permanently resident outside the Republic
of North Macedonia, who is temporarily present in the Republic of North Macedonia and
who spends at least one night in some accommodation establishment.

Data gathering is performed through a monthly survey.
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
